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Music Notes:

Eurydice V. Osterman is a Fulbright scholar, author and composer. She attended
Andrews University in Berrien Springs, Michigan (BM, MM), and The University
of Alabama in Tuscaloosa (DMA in Composition—the first female and African
American to graduate with this degree), studying with the late Harry Phillips.

Now retired, Dr. Osterman was a professor of theory and composition at Oakwood
University, where she also served as chair of the department and choral director. Dr.
Osterman has been a frequent presenter at colleges and universities throughout the
United States, particularly in the southeast, and has conducted numerous music
seminars around the globe.

Since 2006, Mark Miller has been a Lecturer in Sacred Music at Yale’s Institute of
Sacred Music and Divinity School. Mr. Miller is Professor of Church

Music, Director of Chapel, and Composer In Residence at Drew University in
Madison NJ, and is the Minister of Music of Christ Church (UCC & Am Baptist) in
Summit, New Jersey. Mark believes that music, social justice, and the beloved
community are inextricably tied. He is a graduate of Julliard (M.Mus. in Organ
Performance) and Yale University (B.A. Music).

The text of “I Want Jesus to Walk with Me” is an anonymous spiritual, most
likely of the African-American tradition. One author categorizes the song as a
“communal lament” (Paul Westermeyer, Hymnal Companion to Evangelical
Lutheran Worship, p. 115-116). It is a plea for the companionship of Jesus
throughout life, using the metaphor of a journey on foot. This spiritual's tune is also
anonymous. It is named after Sojourner Truth, the freed slave woman who publicly
spoke for freedom and equality for all.

Dr. Ralph Simpson was an organist, composer/arranger, and retired chairman of
the Department of Music at Tennessee State University. A native of Birmingham,
Alabama, he was the first African American to earn a Ph.D. in music from
Michigan State University. He also taught at Alabama State University, Dillard
University, and Fisk University. Of note, Dr. Simpson served as church organist at
Dexter Avenue Baptist Church, where his friend, the Honorable Reverend Dr.
Martin Luther King, Jr., was pastor.

When words fall short, the cross still speaks.

Despite the crucifixion’s central place in Christian faith, the New
Testament offers few clear answers about how Jesus’ death saves,
or why, exactly, he had to die. The New Testament writers use a host of
metaphors—ransom, sacrifice, reconciliation, victory—but never explain exactly
how it works or why it had to happen this way.

What if that’s because we’ve been asking the wrong question? What if the
cross isn’t a transaction to be explained, but a living Word from God meant to
transform who we are and how we live?

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This Lent we are called to expunge the fantastical images of the devil from our
minds and think seriously about the real presence of evil in our world. We know
firsthand about the sin that caused, causes, and will cause suffering to us, our loved
ones, our neighbors, our global communities, and creation itself. Sin is real;
suffering is real; evil is real; indeed, the devil is real. This oppressive, tangible
reality is as real as the air we breathe—felt but not always seen. Greed, envy, rage,
hatred, war, discrimination, and apathy are just some of the ways the devil’s forces
wreak havoc upon us. These forces have one goal and one goal only: to turn us
away from the will of God.

Matthew’s gospel reorients us to the truth of the devil’s power, and calls us to name
Satan’s presence in the world. In the wilderness Jesus encounters an evil as real as
its opposite, resurrection. The great tempter seeks to undermine Jesus’ mission
before he even begins; testimony that evil has much to fear of our Jesus!
Nonetheless, Jesus will not be dissuaded. “Away with you, Satan!” proclaims the
redeemer of the cosmos. Thus, the Lenten journey begins—a journey that takes us
to the cross, where the devil 1s named and crushed underfoot.
