Introduction

Baptism is sometimes called enlightenment. The gospel for this Sunday is the story of the man
born blind healed by Christ. “I was blind, now I see,” declares the man. In baptism God opens
our eyes to see the truth of who we are: God’s beloved children. As David was anointed king of
Israel, in baptism God anoints our head with oil, and calls us to bear witness to the light of
Christ in our daily lives.

3 Jesus
answered, “Neither this man nor his parents sinned; he was born blind so that God’s
works might be revealed in him. * We must work the works of him who sent me
while it is day; night is coming, when no one can work. > As long as I am in the
world, I am the light of the world.”  When he had said this, he spat on the ground
and made mud with the saliva and spread the mud on the man’s eyes, ’ saying to
him, “Go, wash in the pool of Siloam” (which means Sent). Then he went and
washed and came back able to see. ® The neighbors and those who had seen him
before as a beggar began to ask, “Is this not the man who used to sit and

beg?” ? Some were saying, “It is he.” Others were saying, “No, but it is someone
like him.” He kept saying, “I am he.” ' But they kept asking him, “Then how were
your eyes opened?” !! He answered, “The man called Jesus made mud, spread it on
my eyes, and said to me, ‘Go to Siloam and wash.” Then I went and washed and
received my sight.” 12 They said to him, “Where is he?” He said, “I do not know.”

13 They brought to the Pharisees the man who had formerly been blind. '* Now it
was a Sabbath day when Jesus made the mud and opened his eyes. !> Then the
Pharisees also began to ask him how he had received his sight. He said to them, “He




put mud on my eyes. Then I washed, and now I see.” !¢ Some of the Pharisees said,
“This man is not from God, for he does not observe the Sabbath.” Others said,
“How can a man who is a sinner perform such signs?” And they were divided. !” So
they said again to the blind man, “What do you say about him? It was your eyes he
opened.” He said, “He is a prophet.”

¥ The Jews did not believe that he had been blind and had received his sight
until they called the parents of the man who had received his sight '° and asked
them, “Is this your son, who you say was born blind? How then does he now
see?” 20 His parents answered, “We know that this is our son and that he was born
blind, 2! but we do not know how it is that now he sees, nor do we know who
opened his eyes. Ask him; he is of age. He will speak for himself.” 22 His parents
said this because they were afraid of the Jews, for the Jews had already agreed that
anyone who confessed Jesus to be the Messiah would be put out of the
synagogue. >* Therefore his parents said, “He is of age; ask him.”

24So for the second time they called the man who had been blind, and they said
to him, “Give glory to God! We know that this man is a sinner.” 2> He answered, “I
do not know whether he is a sinner. One thing I do know, that though I was blind,
now I see.” 26 They said to him, “What did he do to you? How did he open your
eyes?” 2’ He answered them, “I have told you already, and you would not listen.
Why do you want to hear it again? Do you also want to become his
disciples?” 2 Then they reviled him, saying, “You are his disciple, but we are
disciples of Moses. 2° We know that God has spoken to Moses, but as for this man,
we do not know where he comes from.” 3° The man answered, “Here is an
astonishing thing! You do not know where he comes from, yet he opened my
eyes. >! We know that God does not listen to sinners, but he does listen to one who
worships him and obeys his will. 3> Never since the world began has it been heard
that anyone opened the eyes of a person born blind. 33 If this man were not from
God, he could do nothing.” ** They answered him, “You were born entirely in sins,
and are you trying to teach us?” And they drove him out.

35 Jesus heard that they had driven him out, and when he found him he said, “Do
you believe in the Son of Man?” 3¢ He answered, “And who is he, sir? Tell me, so
that I may believe in him.” 37 Jesus said to him, “You have seen him, and the one
speaking with you is he.” 3 He said, “Lord, I believe.” And he worshiped
him. 3° Jesus said, “I came into this world for judgment, so that those who do not
see may see and those who do see may become blind.” 4 Some of the Pharisees
who were with him heard this and said to him, “Surely we are not blind, are
we?” 4! Jesus said to them, “If you were blind, you would not have sin. But now that
you say, ‘We see,” your sin remains.”

Music Notes:

Sandra Eithun, M.M.Ed-is a graduate of Silver Lake College in Manitowoc, WI, with an
emphasis in the Kodaly teaching method, keyboard, and flute. She is currently on the faculty at
Holy Family Conservatory of Music in Manitowoc, WI leading the handbell program

there. She served as Director of Music Ministry, handbell director, children’s choir director,
organist and choral accompanist at First Congregational United Church of Christ in New
London, WI from 1992-2021. She directed the Silver Lake College Handbell Ensemble from
2009-2020, is an active member of the Handbell Musicians of America and has served on their
Area VII Board of Directors. She has been commissioned to write music for many events and
for numerous individual handbell ensembles. Most recently, she received the honor of being
given the esteemed Donald E. Allured Original Composition Award for the 2020 Week of
Handbells in Bay View, MI. She has over 600 pieces for handbells in publication as well as
several sacred keyboard books and teaching collections for the incorporation of handbells in the
music classroom.

Cynthia Dobrinski was an American composer and arranger of handbell music. She also
worked as an instructor and conducted about 350 handbell workshops and festivals
internationally. She graduated with a Bachelors and Masters Degree in organ performance from
Texas Christian University and was a Fulbright Scholar and studied organ in Germany.

Her creative compositional techniques put her in a class by herself as the leading handbell
arranger and composer in the country with more than 175 works in print.
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Emily Maxson Porter is Organist at St. Philip's Lutheran Church in Fridley, Minnesota.
Previously, she has served as Organist, and Children's Choir Director at several churches in the
Milwaukee area, in Toledo, and in Robbinsdale, Minnesota. She has also been Professor of
Theory and Organ at Lynchburg College, in Virginia, and Asst. Professor of Organ and Theory
at Concordia College in St. Paul. She has numerous published works, including anthems, vocal,
choral, instrumental pieces, and larger organ works. Porter won the 2002 Holtkamp-AGO
Award in Organ Composition, a prestigious prize including performance at the 2002 National
AGO Convention. She earned a B.A. in Elementary Education, with a Minor in Music (organ
study with Paul Manz), from Concordia College in St. Paul and earned a M.F.A. in Organ from
the University of Minnesota.

Elisabeth Jacquet was born to a family of Parisian musicians in the mid-seventeenth century.
Acclaimed as a child prodigy, she had the privilege of performing a number of harpsichord
works for the Sun King, Louis XIV. While still a teenager, she was accepted as a musician for
the French court, a position held until she married organist Marin de la Guerre in 1684. After
her marriage, Elisabeth-Claude Jacquet de la Guerre continued to compose, teach music, and
give concerts throughout Paris. Unlike many female composers in the early-modern era, Jacquet
de la Guerre was recognized as an outstanding composer in her time, ranked just below Lully in
Titon du Tillet’s La Parnasse frangois. While most of her works are for chamber ensembles (she
was an early champion of the trio sonata), she did compose two remarkable stage works: a lost
ballet (Les jeux a I’honneur de la victoire, 1691) and an opera (Céphale de Procris, 1694),
believed to be the first opera by a woman in France.

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Our “Other” at the Well

The woman at the well is a familiar text for many people. This image of Jesus
standing at a well talking with a Samaritan woman is emblazoned in our visual and
theological imaginations, but as with all Bible stories that we think we know, we
might do well to take another look! Perhaps relegating this text to the simple
moralism “be nice to people who are different” causes us to miss how deeply
radical and difficult the message really is. We may assume this gospel simply urges
us to stand with the marginalized, especially women. Yet while standing with
marginalized women is a commendable action it can lead us, after doing so, to
congratulate ourselves for being just like Jesus. A more critical and searching look
at this text calls us to the reality that Jesus doesn’t just stand with the other, Jesus
stands with your other, your church’s other. Your church’s “Samaritans” may be
LGBTQ+ people, evangelicals, urban people, rural people, conservatives, liberals,
the poor, the rich, the dying, or single parents. Your church’s Samaritans could very
well be the key to this text. Because, like it or not, when we draw lines between
ourselves and other people, Jesus is always on the other side of that line. So,
communities and individuals who thirst for the living water would do well to look
to who our own Samaritans might be.
